Summary of Request De-designate TPN 173533001000 from Forest Resource (FOR) to Rural Farm Forest
(RFF).

This five-acre parcel has a maximum density of 1 du/20 acres. The parcel is currently developed with a
single-family residence but is heavily forested as are all surrounding properties. Moran State Park is to
the West. The parcels to the South and East also have residential development. No change in density
was requested, however re-designation to RFF might result in an increase in density. Most RFF areas
have a density between 1 du/5 acres and 1 du/15 acres.

Four parcels south of the subject property are all approximately 5 acres each. There is no RFF
designation abutting this property, surrounding designations are FOR and Conservancy. Surrounding
Land Uses and Designations North: Undeveloped, FOR South: Residential, FOR East: Residential, FOR
West: Moran State Park, Conservancy Link to Request:
