My husband and | are the property owners of 731 Spring Hill Road in the Spring Hill Sanctuary
Community adjacent to the Dolphin Bay Quarry. We received a letter dated July 6, 2021 regarding
Submitted Request for Designation under the Mineral Resource Land Overlay (MRLO) on July 9, 2021.
